TEXT A

The Goods shall be considered as delivered by the Seller and accepted by the Buyer:

a)
In respect of quantity:


According to the number of cases and weight as shown in the Bill of Lading as well as in either the Quality Certificate or shipping specification issued by the manufacturing works; 

a)
In respect of quality:


According to the Quality Certificate issued by the manufacturing works. 

Should there be detected any deficiency, defects or deviations in respect of quality of the Goods delivered to the point of destination, the Seller shall have the right to send a letter of complaint to the Seller within 30 days from the date of shipment.

The Buyer shall have the right to conduct at his own expense a chemical analysis of the Goods by engaging Regent GmbH, a neutral organization.

Should the detected deviations be confirmed, all the inspection expenses are to be covered by the Seller.

The results of the inspection carried out by Regent GmbH as well as the data of the weight certificate issued by the Seller’s warehouse are final for both parties.

Until the final settlement of mutual claims, the Buyer is to ensure safekeeping of the goods representing the matter of dispute. Any expenses and charges thereof are to be covered by the Buyer.

TEXT B   

The Buyer shall have the right to inspect the Goods, their packing and marking at the Seller’s site before the Goods are loaded onboard the vessel. The final acceptance of the Goods in respect of quality of fabric is to be carried out within ____ days from the date of arrival of the Goods to the Buyer’s country.

In case the entire shipment or a part thereof deviates from the Technical Conditions specified in Appendix 2 or from sealed samples as well as in case it deviates in length from the packing specifications, The Buyer shall draw up a report, which is to be confirmed by a neutral organization’s expert.
